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Program Highlights  
·  LVCC completed its first year of integration with the former Literacy Volunteers of 

Greater Middletown. Systems and programs were merged. This has been a very 
successful first year and the merger has proved to be a benefit for both organizations. 

 
·  The United Way of Central and Northeastern CT, the United Way of West Central 

CT, and The United Way of Southington continue to provide critical support for our 
tutor training, adult literacy program, work skills classes, and family literacy programs. 
Hundreds of low literate adults are changing their lives and achieving their goals because 
of the donations we receive through the United Ways. 

 
·  The State Department of Adult Education provides funding to support our literacy 

programs in the cities of New Britain and Middletown. Being part of this state system 
provides access for our staff to high quality training, standardized testing of our students, 
important information about the state of literacy in CT and the ability to network with 
many adult literacy programs around the state.  Our program in New Britain scored in the 
highest quadrant of program evaluation for a third year in a row. 

 
·  Federal funding from Community Development Block Grants from the cities of Bristol 

and New Britain helps us to reach some of the most isolated members of our society who 
do not earn a living wage because their literacy skills are too low. This funding supports 
tutor training and support, tutoring programs, and classes. 

 
·  The Community Foundation of Greater New Britain and the Christine E. Moser 

Foundation provided funding for the development of the Central CT Family Literacy 
Initiative for the towns of New Britain, Berlin, Plainville, and Southington. Highlights of 



the year included a 3 day Family Literacy Conference hosted by Literacy Volunteers of 
Central CT and facilitated by the National Center for Family Literacy. Highlights of the 
grant include: increased enrollment of parents in family literacy programs, increased 
parental involvement in children’s education, increased learning gains for parents, and 
increased resources for families with low literate families. 

 
·  Expanded the Parenting for Academic Success program with support from the American 

Savings Foundation and Dutch Point Credit Union.. We introduced the Parenting for 
Academic Success family literacy program at Linden School in Plainville and expanded 
the program at DiLoreto School and Jefferson School in New Britain. Our goal is to 
address the needs of low literate parents. 

 
·  The Catalyst Fund of the Community Foundation of greater New Britain  provided us 

with a grant to support a new Women’s Literacy Project. 70% of students at LVCC are 
women. Activities included: a work skills class, a survival skills class, a health literacy 
class for parents and children, and financial literacy workshops. The project also trained 
several women in event planning skills and ended with a “Women’s Literacy Tea” 
attended by over 80 women. Lois K. Penney, former Board Chair and tutor for nearly 30 
years, was honored with the first award for Outstanding Support of Women and Literacy. 
Dr. Helen Abadiano, Chair of CCSU’s Reading and Language Arts Department was the 
keynote speaker. 

 
·  The Aetna Foundation provided funding to support health literacy workshops and 

education for our students in New Britain and Middletown. 
 

·  The Liberty Bank Foundation provided funding to support. 
 

·  The TD Bank Foundation provided funding to support . 

·  Tutors participated in a variety of training opportunities including: Computer training, 2 
Wilson Method training, training in standardized testing, a tutor roundtable with a 
training on using the newspaper in lessons, and finally a Travelogue presented by 2 
students and a tutor from Eritrea, Puerto Rico, and Jamaica.  

Special Events  
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Annual Meetings and Celebrations of Learning: Once again this year we held 2 events in New 
Britain so that more students and tutors could attend, a brunch and a dinner at CCSU’s ITBD 

building downtown. These events embody the spirit of what we are all about. More students than 
ever gave testimony to the change literacy has made in their lives. We commend them for their 
courage and hard work. Pam Fleming was recognized as Tutor of the Year in New Britain and 
The Community Foundation of Greater New Britain was recognized for outstanding support of 

our programs and services. 



 
Annual Celebration of Learning and Merger Celebration: In September of 2008 the American 
Savings Foundation sponsored a celebration of tutor and student accomplishment and of the 
merger of our organizations. About 100 people attended. The American Savings Foundation 
received an award for outstanding support of our programs and services. Dutch Point Credit 
Union presented a grant for program improvements in the Middletown office and the family 
literacy program in New Britain. Mary Louise Stover was presented with the Tutor of the Year 
Award. 
 
International Potluck/ Retention Activities: Over 140 students and tutors attended this event in 
December. The food was amazing and the ambiance was quite festive! Several children of our 
students attended and received free books. Sue Zoni, a tutor and Board member led the group in 
singing holiday songs from around the world. Other retention activities included celebrating 
Volunteer Appreciation Week in April and Thanksgiving thank you cards.
